Literacy:
Easter Chick, Easter Chick what do you see?
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In class we learnt to re-tell the story Brown Bear, Brown Bear what do you see? By Eric Carle. We learnt the story by using a story map to help us. We would practise re-telling the story together every day using our map. Ask them to re-tell you the story by using these pictures ->

I have imitated the story, to create an Easter version for them to learn. It follows the same repetitive pattern of the Brown Bear story. 

Easter chick, Easter chick, what do you see? I see an orange tiger looking at me.

Orange tiger, orange tiger, what do you see? I see a white sheep looking at me.

White sheep, white sheep, what do you see? I see a purple elephant looking at me.

Purple elephant, purple elephant, what do you see? I see a brown dog looking at me. 

Brown dog, brown dog, what do you see? I see a green frog looking at me.

Green frog, green frog, what do you see? I see a pink pig looking at me.

Pink pig, pink pig, what do you see? I see the Easter bunny looking at me.

Easter bunny, Easter bunny, what do you see? I see Easter eggs looking at me.

Easter eggs, Easter eggs, who are you for? I am for the Easter chick, the orange tiger, the white sheep, the purple elephant, the brown dog, the green frog, the pink pig and the Easter bunny that’s who we are for. 

Once the children can re-tell the story you could work together to create your own story and story map by changing the animals or instead of asking what do you see? you could change this to what do you hear/smell/taste? I look forward to hearing all of your stories soon! 
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Gary the Gorilla has lots of ideas on the blog about recognising/building and writing your name.

Once the children have practised writing their names like Gary the Gorilla and are feeling confident with forming their name correctly they could apply this skill in a fun way by making some Easter cards for family/friends/neighbours and independently writing their name inside. Here are some ideas or you can just download & print out the pre-made cards from the blog.
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Phonics:
Keep practising these initial sounds with the children everyday if possible
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The children also enjoy singing along to this in class which will help them to recognise and learn these sounds

Other fun phonics activities:

· Choose a sound and go around the house/garden finding things that begin with that particular sound. For example t- toaster, TV, tins, toothpaste.

· Print out from blog letter flash cards or make your own with paper and pens. Then hide around the garden/house for the children to find- telling you what the sound is as they find it. Or dot the cards around the room/garden say a sound, the child has to run and stand by the correct sound- you could swap over and they say the sound for you to run too! 

Maths:
Try out Gary’s maths ideas which he has uploaded onto the blog.

Welsh:

If you haven’t already, make a rainbow to support the NHS to display in a window. Whilst you are doing this take the opportunity to sing the Lliwau’r Enfys song.
